to increased 
angiogenesis-related 

factors i.e. VEGF, 
bFGF)

Neuroimaging: 
Moyamoya vessels -

collaterals off the Circle 
of Willis 

FLAIR: Ivy sign 
(focal,tubular or 

serpentine 
hyperintensities)-

representing collateral 
flow

SWI: Brush sign  
(hypointensity in 
medullary veins 
draining area of 

impaired cerebral 
perfusion)

Dx: Angiogram,CTA, 
or MRA - bilateral 
stenosses of the 

distal internal carotid 
arteries and proxima 

circle of Willis + 
presence of 

prominant collateral 
vessels 

Amourosis Fugax 

Unilateral Vision 
Loss 

Bilateral Vision Loss 
(involvement of 

posterior circulation)
